Further to the recent public open house for the Boxwood Industrial Lands, we wish to provide the following
formal comments on behalf of our client, Northland Power. The session was informative and well represented.
Y our consulting engineers (Delcan) presented the various design options well.

Enclosed is a copy of correspondence from Brad Rogers (of our Markham office) relating to our request (on
behalf of our client) to include the Arriscraft lands (875 Speedsville Road) as a component of the servicing
study being undertaken for the Boxwood Lands.

Our area of primary concern is site servicing, specifically the proposed waste water pumping station, and the
extension of watermain servicing to the subject site. Delcan staff identified that a WWPS facility would be
necessary to service the subject lands, however, advised that the preferred location had not been established
(to-date). It was our understanding that watermain extensions from Maple Grove or Cherry Blossom are
proposed, however, no definitive servicing options relative to same were shown. We would request that the
Boxwood servicing study identify a preferred location for the WWPS; it is suggested that this facility should be
located at a topographic low point so as to location that provides for sanitary drainage of lands abutting
Speedsville Road. In addition, conceptual watermain configurations should be established, such that future
growth can be serviced.

We trust the above is satisfactory at this time. If you have any questions regarding the above, please do
hesitate to contact me.

BACKGROUND

The City of Cambridge intends to develop the Boxweod Industrial Park for industrial land
uses. The City-owned property comprises 88 hectares (220 acres) bounded by Mapie
Grove Road on the north, Boxwoed Road on the west, Royal Oak Road on the south and
by Speedsville Road on the east (see attached Map 1). The lands are designated Class.
2 {General) Industrial and Class 1 (Significant Natural Features) in the City's Official
Plan. The lands are currently in agricultural use with West Creek traversing the'site in the
south-and Middle Creek cutting through the northeast corner of the site. The City of
Cambridge Hespeler West Subwatersheds Study Summary Report (September 2004}
identified several Significant Natural Hentage Fealuras, along with associated buffers
and enhancement areas on the subject property (see attached Map 2)

The City is currently investigating altermatives for road layout, site servicing, and stormwater
management for the site and potential impacts onihe environment A public meeling was
heid on November 14, 2007 and attended by CEAC member Bill Beldham. Displays of the
avallable waler supply and sanitary servicing. along with potential stormwater management
solutions and S conceptual road layeuts were presenied (see altached Maps 3 to 10)

CEAC COMMENTS | §

Concept Plan §, which shows cne access road te Maple Grove Road and two access
roads to Speedsville Road has the most potential to fully implement t'_h_e; Greenspace
Management Strategy of the Hespeler West Subwatersheds Study It is critical to link

the wooded area aiong Boxwood Drive with the naturalized stream area of West Creek to
the south. This can be done through replanting of the enhancement area along Boxwood
Drive. This would be a small sacrifice and leave many Iots for development in the entire
subdivision. it is understood that two accesses onto Speedsville Road may be a ¢hallenge

with this concept.

The small node at the soulhwest corner of West Creek and its floedplain along Boxwood
Drive should be planteo‘ 1o establish more of a buffer and nicely square off -the woodiot,
Thisleaves the southwest corner of the City's lands {north of Royat Oak Road and east of
Boxwood Drive) with no environmental constraints as a multi-acre parcel. For traffic flow
reasons, it should probably outlet onto Boxwood Drive.

Finally; the proposed industrial subdivision presents an oppertunity to offset the “carbon
footprint” of the induslries and businesses that will iocate here. This site has a lot of smaller
tree groupings. Trees that are cleared for grading and servicing should be replaced and
any opporiunities to. maintain, feplace or move trees as it is developed should be realized,
