Come to Cambridge City Hall, 50 Dickson
Street, on Tuesday, September 9, 2008 at 7:00 pm and be part of an
interactive session that aims to help set the game plan and direction for
initiatives to consider for the next decade.

The City of Cambridge is blessed with a cluster of arts and culture that is
evolving and creating a significant impact on the economy and enhancing the
quality of life. Community assets continue to flourish and recent
announcement for theatre and education serve to strengthen this. The arts,
culture and heritage helps attract and retain residents; and businesses cite
these offerings as an important reason for choosing to locate and stay in the
area.

To ensure the growth and vitality of this prominent sector of the local
economy, a ten-year Master Plan is being created by the City of Cambridge.
The process kicked off with a contract to TClI Management Consultants in March
2008 who were tasked tie to everything together to complete an over arching
strategy for Arts and Culture that will identify a vision for Cambridge and
identify the municipality’s role going forward. The consultant is working with
the Arts and Culture Task Force.

The plan will focus on establishing sustainable programs that utilize alternative
sources of financial support. To gather information and input, the approach
will engage key services, facilities and event partners, and dialog through
public meetings to gather the opinions of residents. Whether you are an arts
enthusiast, in the business or simply want to tell the city about your
experiences, it all matters.

First draft of the plan is to be complete by December 2008 so it is vital that the

municipality get your feedback. The City of Cambridge plans to share the
report findings following its completion slated for spring 2009.
