This year’s Ceilidh will 
feature the music of local band Fare Enuff and many traditional Scottish 
dancers.  
 
On Saturday, July 18th, events will commence at 8 am in Churchill Park located 
at 200 Christopher Drive in Cambridge. This year will feature all of the popular 
events from previous years including piping, highland dance competitions with 
some of the best dancers in the world, the eight kilometer kilted road race, the 
heavy events, and the tug-of-war.  
 
This popular Cambridge event is hoping to exceed the number of supporters 
from previous years, in 2008 there were over 6000 participants. Peter Van de 
Water, the Marketing Director for the Highland Games, hopes that participants 
come out to see the famous competitions and embrace the Celtic heritage of 
Cambridge.  
 
“There is just an aura about the whole event, especially when all of the piping 
bands come out,” said Van de Water. “The Celtic heritage is strong in our area 
and to see the camaraderie between the different Scottish clans is just 
marvelous. All of the participants have such great spirit during the event.”
