.1 Clarification: The existing water softener labelled “auto-water conditioner cylinder” and 

“brine tank” shall be replaced with EcoWater System EWS-130S commercial water 
softener complete with valve assembly, resin tank, 17x58, controller assembly, brine 
tank and 1” EWS.
